‘General Braxton Bragg,’ ‘Noyo Charm,’ ‘Mendocino Gold’ and ‘Mendocino Magic;’ and 

 

WHEREAS, the mission of the Noyo Chapter of the American Rhododendron Society is 
to encourage and develop, in all possible ways, interest in the growing and culture of 
rhododendrons and azaleas; and 

 

WHEREAS, the 44rd Annual John Druecker Memorial Rhododendron Show – one of

– will be held on May 6th and 7th at our local Mendocino Coast Botanical Gardens.
