Dear Councilmembers,

I was pleased to see the report regarding options for preserving Eagles Hall as a public
assembly venue. 

The history of Eagles Hall provided in the report was drawn from an article written by the Fort
Bragg-Mendocino Coast Historical Society published in the Advocate News on April 21,
2022: https://www.advocate-news.com/2022/04/21/a-history-of-community-at-eagles-hall/

While the article mentioned Gloriana Musical Theatre (GMT) in passing, the history in this
report did not. GMT has been offering high-quality musical productions in our community for
45 years (starting with The Mikado in 1977), and has been housed at Eagles Hall for the last
13 years. GMT produces musicals for adults and children, along with other special shows,
revues, and concerts, until COVID halted their planned productions in 2020. GMT also
managed rental of the hall for fund raisers for other non-profit organizations and various
events like proms, weddings, and dances. Eagles Hall has been a public assembly venue since
its founding and GMT continued that tradition. 

When Eagles Hall went up for sale, GMT began exploring purchase of the building in
cooperation with other nonprofits. GMT moved very deliberately because they were well
aware of the various maintenance and rehab issues for the building given the lack of upkeep
by the Eagles. Unfortunately, an outside investor came in and purchased the building before
they could pull a coalition together. GMT did put in a counter bid, and are in line to purchase
the building should escrow fall through with the outside investor.

I think historic landmark designation is essential. People in the community do not want to see
this historic building torn down. And they want it to continue as a public assembly venue,
especially given what happened with Footlighters. Although we do not know what the outside
investor has planned, historic designation will at least keep the building from being torn down
without a thorough vetting by the City. Whatever resolution comes before the City Council, it
should reinforce the use of the building for public assembly. And, if GMT ends up purchasing
the building, the City should do everything it can to help access funds for the repair,
rehabilitation, and ongoing maintenance of this historic structure.
