lot 9 block 24 was purchased from The Fort Bragg Lumber Company by L. Mariani for $250.00 Nov 1 1891

Lot 10 Block 24 was purchased from The Fort Bragg Lumber Company by Henry Holcomb for $200.00 Sept 8 1892
Lot 10 was purchased sometime before 1901 by the Anna Mariani. Note in the paper Anne received the deeds to the
lots, lot 9 April 4 1899 and lot 10 July 1900.

Her husband Luca dies June 1899 so she must of bought the Lot 10 after her hushand’s death.

Ben Penwell and Joe Nowdesha have commenced work on a large building for Mrs. Mariani. It will be 75’ X 36" and 3
stories high

Fort Bragg Advocate News October 30 1901

The large building being erected by Mrs. Mariani on the lower end of Franklin Street is nearing completion. The roof is
on and work of finishing the inside is in progress.
