Could you please forward this to the Community Development Committee members regarding
this afternoon's meeting? Thank you.

Dear Committee Members,

I plan to speak during public comment at today's meeting, and I wanted to share my thoughts in
writing beforehand so you have time to consider them.

My comments concern the mural panels on the Caltrans retaining wall project at the intersection
of Highway 20 and Highway 1. I served on the Planning Commission when these panel areas
were conceived, and I can speak directly to the original intent behind them. They were not
designed as a single artwork. They were conceived as a series of distinct panels meant to
feature several local artists working in different styles; a showcase of the range of artistic voices
that live and work in this community.
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The current plan, as I understand it, has one artist directing high school students to paint in his
style across the panels. I'm not opposed to that artist, and I'm not opposed to involving
students. But this approach collapses the variety that was central to the original concept. What
was meant to be a gallery of local talent becomes a single aesthetic.

This matters because of where these murals will sit. The retaining wall is at the gateway into
town from the main highway; the first impression visitors get when they arrive. Fort Bragg is a
recognized arts community, and civic-scale opportunities to put that talent in front of the public
are genuinely rare. This is one of them.

I'd also like to respectfully name a pattern I've observed over time. When arts projects have little
or no budget, the work tends to go to students at no cost. When projects do receive real
funding, that funding most often goes to an out-of-town firm. Local professional artists rarely
receive paid civic commissions here, despite the city's stated commitment to supporting them. I
think this is worth examining as the committee weighs how to proceed.

My request is straightforward: please consider commissioning several local artists, in varying
styles, for these panels, as the project was originally intended. The talent is already here.
Honoring the original vision doesn't require starting over; it requires expanding the scope of who
is invited to contribute.

Thank you for your time and for the work you do. I look forward to speaking with you this
afternoon.
